Ms. Holloway called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. Ms. Holloway, with a second from Ms. Miller, moved to approve the minutes from the meeting on December 6, 2012. The vote was unanimous in support of approving the minutes. Ms. Marschean introduced a draft written legislative proposal that would request funding to meet a projected, unmet need of public guardianship for 1,200 incapacitated persons. Ms. Burcham then suggested legislation requiring the tracking in Community Service Board surveys of unmet need in public guardianship. After discussion of the topic, Ms. Burcham clarified that the survey would only track incapacitated persons who had no alternative options apart from public guardianship. Ms. Marschean then discussed using local government attorneys as a way to get pro bono lawyers to assist in establishing public guardianship. Finally, the committee agreed to support the legislative proposal for a budget increase and adopted amendments to the draft document requested by Ms. Pryor and Ms. Holloway. Ms. Miller, with a second from Ms. Traynham, moved to approve the proposal as amended. The vote was unanimous in support of the proposal. Following this vote, the meeting was adjourned.
