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W. Thomas Hudson, Chair, convened the meeting at 2:10 p.m.  A quorum not being present, the members present had a general discussion about possible recommendations for the 2015 General Assembly.  Recommendations included:
1. Dementia training funding for law enforcement and first responders

2. Alzheimer’s Waiver revisions to expand eligibility to other related dementias and not just Alzheimer’s Disease
3. Funding for Virginia Department of Health to collect data on Caregivers for two years using the Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS).  The BRFSS is a data collection tool to assist states with gathering data on health issues through the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. 
Ms. Adkins discussed need for staffing review in Assisted Living Facilities (ALF).  Mr. Harrison noted that there has been state level discussion concerning an ALF licensing inspection screening tool for inspectors to use to determine staffing based on needs of residents.
